At the Café

This exercise can be used as a preparation/evaluation exercise (1) or as an exercise to stimulate arguments before a debate (2)
1. Evaluation exercise: 15 min.
Description: 
The participants’ pair up two and two. The task is to role-play the following situation:

You meet a good friend at a café straight after the workshop, which has been great and is finished. What do you say? How has it been? What have you learned? What made it a perfect workshop for you?
The friend plays a little critical, doubtful, and curious. Let the conversation last for 2-3 minutes, then switch roles and talk for new 2-3 minutes. The facilitator should point out that the role-play is not going to be played for the rest of the group later.

Purpose: 
The purpose is for the group to gradually reach the level of reflection where it is possible to ask them to formulate their own goals for the workshop, and to strengthen this process by imagining how a perfect role-play would be for him/her. In this conversation they have a lot of freedom to test out their own expectations and formulate them in their own way. It is their own reflections that are valued here, and there will not be any feedback from the facilitators. The result of this exercise will be that the participants have a better foundation for formulating criteria for success in the second part of the exercise. 
2. Preparing for a debate: 15 minutes
Again, the participants pretend that they are having a chat over a cup of coffee at a cafe, when the topic to be debated comes up. One plays very skeptical, and questions the other on his/her stance. After 5-8 minutes they swap roles.
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
