Fruitsalad

Time allowed: 10 minutes. 

Everybody sits in a ring on each chair – minus one who stands in the middle. (In other words there is one chair too little). The facilitator whispers the name of a fruit in the ear of each participant – eg. mango, apple, banana, organge etc. The facilitator sits down again, and the person in the middle calls out the name of a fruit. If he calls, eg. "banana" then all the bananas have to get up and find a new chair. When everybody has sat down again, the person in the middle calls a new fruit. When he calls "fruitsalad" everybody has to find a new chair.

To make things even more complicated, we can add that any time anybody finds the chair on their right vacant, they must move into it. This makes the chair hunt even more difficult.
